His agency
was credited with designing the Cheyenne Frontier
Days logo which is still in use today.

the Snowy Range area. Mr. Anderson shared his
daughter’s Jove of horses and traveled many miles
hauling girls and horses throughout the tri-state area
where the girls won a number of championships for
horsemanship.

He married Theda Sparks Kendall in 1959. Though
they separated after 23 years, they remained close

~ friends and jointly enjoyed chlldrcn and grandchil-

After retiring, he relocated to Wheatland to live
closer to family. He developed a great fondness for
the Wheatland area and its residents.
