Auto Accident Takes
Life Of Steven Bailey
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Funeral services for Steven C,
Bailey, 27, 330 W. 12th, Cas-
per, will be held at 2:00 p.m.
Wednesday in the Wheatland
Methodist Church with the Rev.

Henry Hartberg officiating.
Burial will be in the Wheatland
Cemetery.

Bailey was Casper's first traf-

fic fatality in more than a year ’

when he was killed early Sun-
day in a collision near 25th and
Poplar. He was dead on arri-
val at Natrona County Memo-
rial Hospital.

An inquest into Bailey's death
will be held as soon as other
persons involved in the aceident
are able to atltend, according to
Natrona Counly Coroner Tom
Bustard.

Bailey had been district su-
pervisor for the Division of Vo-
cational Rehabilitation of the
Wyoming Department of Health
and Social Services since Aug.
1. He had lived in Casper more
than a year and was a district
counselor before receiving the
premolion lo supervisor,

After receiving a bachelor's
degree in education at the Uni-
versity of Wyoming, Bailey
toured the state two years on
the "Human Resources Develop-
ment Mobile Team of the Em-
ployment Security Commission.
He than received a fellowship
to Northern Colorado University
at Greeley where he earned a
master’s degree in rehabilita-
tion counseling.

Born Oct. 6, 1943, in Los An-
geles, Calif., he came to Wheat-
land as a child with his family.
He was a member of the Civi-
tan Club in Casper. He was to
be a member of the singing
chorus of “Annie Get Your
Gun,”" the next production of
the Playhouse in Casper,
