Witha
dry sense of humor, she could relate events that would paint hilarious pictures for her
listeners-rowing a boat that was still attached to an anchor, as she fioated the North Platte
River, a frightened spider dropped into the inner tube with her causing her to collide with
a tree, the deer she shot that charged her before it died, or falling head first into a roller
cooler in a store in Torrington.

Besides her husband, children and grandchildren, Sandy is survived by her sister,
Linda Harris and husband Bill of Morris, Michigan, brother, Ralph Helms of Hastings,
Michigan, and brother Dan and wife Diane of Piant City, Fiorida, as weil as a host of
nicces and acphews.
