Services for John E. Bohmont, 82, who died Nov. 22, 1980, were held today

Survivors include his widow, Mary; a son, Dale of Reno, Nev.; a daughter,
Mildred Emerson of Green River; four brothers; five sisters; four grandchildren; and two
great-grandsons. He was preceded in death by a brother and two sisters.

Burial was in the Wheatland Cemetery.
