John English, 18, is the son of Mr. and Mrs. Frank
English; James Cozad, 17 is the son of Mr. and Mrs. Art Cozad. Billy Delozier 16, was
the son of Mr. and Mrs. Elmer Delozier. Milton Edmiston 18, is the son of Mr. and Mrs.
George Edmiston and Bill Baker 18, is the son of Ralph Baker.

Billy was a junior in Wheatland high school and one of their top all-around
athletes. He weighted only 1335 pounds yet was the key man in the Wheatland high
school backfield: he lettered as a freshman and sophomore when he was just a listle
softball. Billy was what is called a “natural” athlete and was might efficient for his size.
