For the past year and a half with Mrs. Greenlee and their son Bert, he had resided
with the Grant family.

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residing three miles north of Wheatiand: three daughters, Mrs. Duncan P. Grant of
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Chugwater, Mrs. Viola Chase of Cheyeniie and Mrs. Edna Billick of Gray, 1a.

Mr. Greenlee was 2 member of the LO.O.F. lodge for some fifty years, affiliating
with that body in lowa in early manhood. Shortly after locating here, he joined the local
