He went to war from this county and was a
member of Company F, 361 Infantry, in the 91% division. This division left for overseas
early in the war and he was gassed in the battle of the Argonne Forest.

His mother died about 4 years ago.

Funeral services were held from the Christian church Tuesday afternoon, with
Cecil V. Smith, pastor of that church, officiating. Military services were conducted at the
grave by the members of the Ora Call Post No. 10 American Legion. Pallbearers
consisted of members of the Ora Call Post. Burial was made in the Wheatland cemetery
with the Lyla Watson Funeral Home in charge of arrangements.
