She taught fourth grade for 26 years,
retiring in 1983.

On March 21, 1964, she married Doyle
Hutchinson and he preceded her in death in

1987.

During her retirement years she traveled
to Alaska, and several other points of inter-
est. Her highlight was a trip to Norway with
her sister, Orphie, nephew, Mike and his wife,
Rosann. She treasured the memories from this
trip to visit relatives.

She was a member of All Saints Episcopal
Church, Order of Eastern Star of which she
served as Worthy Matron in 1994, Wyoming
Education Association, G.F.W.C. Laramie Dell
Club since 1940, AAUW, Teachers Bridge Club
and Ladies Bridge.
