She was
a member of the Presbyterian church in Burgoyne, Can. She is survived by two brothers,
Cotin MacDougall of Wheatland and John MacDougall of Owen Sound, Can. One sister,
Mirs. Mary McArthur of Burgoyne, 2 grandsons, John McDougall of Laramie and Donald
McDougall of Hot Springs, S.D., one granddaughter, Mrs. Otto Rouse of Wheatland and
two great grandchildren, Robert and Donald Rouse of Wheatland.

Funeral services were held from the Congregational church, Sunday afternoon
with Rev. Robert Hoffman of that church officiating and burial was made in the
Wheatland cemetery with the Watson Mortuary in charge of arrangements.
