Coll Morrison, Early Timer
Dies Early Sunday Morning
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Wheatland lost another beloved

resident and early pioneer Sunday
morning when Coll Morrison was
claimed by death resulting from a
siege of pneumonia.

Mr. Morrison came to Wheatland
before there was much of a town
here. That was in 1885, after look-

ing over the project of the Wyom-
ing Development Co. here he re-
turned to Colorado, returning in
February 1886 with a four horse wa-
| gon. In March Mrs. Morrison arriv-
| ed with the children, a daughter, 2
years old and one seven mronths old.
She traveled by train from Denver
to Cheyenne, by coach to Chugwat-
er and by-wagon to their home on
the South Flats, east of where the
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2-Bar ranch is now located on ths
Sibylee,

Ten years after coming into Wy-
oming their son Milton was born,
May 24, 1893. He was the first child
born on the flats. Milton was killed
by a electric shock last month while
at his work on the locks near Chi-
cago.

When Mr. Morrison first saw this
valley he thought it was the great-
est country he had ever seen and
imagined a great future for it, and
worked hard to develop its many
resources,

He was a hard worker planting
crops and alfalfa. He planted the
first vegetables, corn and alfalfa in
the valley. He operated the first ice
business and built an ice house at
Festo lake and operated the first
dairy. He retired a little over 8
years ago from active farming. The
Morrisons helped organize the Con-
gregational church in 1894 with Rev
James Madison Brown of Wiscon-
sin, pastor, Of the nine charter mem
bers Mrs- Morrison is the only one
remaining,

Up until he became ill Mr. Morr1-
son was a frequent wvisitor down
town. He drove an old Ford which
he handled most efficiently.

Wheatland has lost a real friend
and booster.

Mr. Morrison was a true chris-
tian. He lived close to God and urg-
ed others to live and practice the
teachings of Christ.

Funeral services will be conduct-
ed Tuesday afternoon at 2 from the
Congregational church. Copley Fun-
eral Home is in charge of arrange-
ments. Interment in the Wheatland
cemetery.

Caldwell I. Morrison was born in
Perry, Illinois, February 19, 1856,
and came to Colorado with his par-
ents at the age of four years, at
which place he grew to manhood,
taking a helpful part in the devel-
opment of that state.

He was married to Esther A. Car-
roll in 1883, and they came to Wy-
oming in 1886, where they have re-
sided up to the present time. To
this union was born four children,
three of whom have preceeded him
in death.

He departed this life October 18,
1938 at Wheatland General Hospi-
tal and is survived by his wife, one
daughter and one brother.

In early life he accepted the lea-
dership of the Master and has ever
been a most consistent deciple.
