She was president of the Wyo-

parents of two sons: Fred Wood,
born at Statesville, N. C., July 25,
1906, He was married. March 9,
1928, to Margareita Boles of Ard-
more, Okla. They have two chil-
dren, Fred Wood III, aged six, and
Willlam Zach, age three. .

A 'second son of Dr, and Mrs.
Phifer, sole survivor of the imme-

diate family, is John Knox Phifer,
born in Wheatland on his father's
birthday in 1810.
