He raised milk cows and fed
steers in later years. When Margaret’s health began
to fail they sold the farm and moved into Wheatland
in 1972. Andrew continued to have a garden and had
a beautiful yard. He loved to dance, music, repair
items that he bought at garage sales and always kept
busy. His mind was sharp and he canned, cooked and
took care of himself. In late 1997 his health began to
fail but he stayed in control and lived on his own.
