Harry T. Rutherford, son of Alexander and Anna Rutherford, was born December 2, 1877 at Ewart,
Powsheik County, Jowa. In 1879 the family moved to Hastings, Nebraska.

On Christmas Day, 1906 Mr. Rutherford was married to Lillian Jennie Guiles at Lexington, seven
children, three sons and four-danghters, the eldest of whom died at birth.
