Afier Billy’s
death, Lulu moved to Wheatland in 1947 where she
worked cleaning houses. '

She was a member of Rebekah Lodge for 25 ycars,
and during these ycars of service she carricd the Amer-
ican flag for the Grand March,

She is survived by her daughter-in-law, Mollic
Shepherd of Cody, Wyo., scven grandchildren, 12
great-granacniaren and a few nieccs and nephews.

She was preceded in death by her parents, her hys-

-band, her son, David Shepherd, one daughter, Esther

Hart, a step-son, Frank Shepherd, five sisters and one
brother.
