Funeral services for Andrew “Andy” Wilkie, age 75, were held at the Methodist
Church in Wheatland at 2:00 p.m., Saturday, October 1, 1977.

Mr. Wilkie, a resident of Wheatland, passed away September 29, 1977, after a
lengthy illness. He was born in Abedour, Fifeshire, Scotland, June 28, 1902, the son of
Andrew and Mary Wilkie.

He was active in Community affairs over the years, a member of the Wheatland
Fire Department, American Red Cross which he served as a First Aid Instructor for
sixteen years. He was chairman of the Building Committee of the Platte County
Memorial Hospital and President of the Hospital Board for several years, and the County
Welfare board.

He retired from the Wyoming Highway Department, December 31, 1967, and
spent much time traveling, hobbies, and helping others.
